SCHOOLS AND SHOES As they have done for many years, Mrs. Franklin's and
Miss Hillman's classes have supported Church Equipping Ministries International,
Inc. (CEMI) with funds which were used for livestock and bicycles for the people of
Uganda. This year, support for CEMI grew from two teachers to school-wide sup-
port. Clinton Christian adopted a ministry of CEMI, Lugazi Christian School in
Lugezi, Uganda. In fact, from the previous fundraiser, CCS raised the $2,000
needed to replace the mud and manure two-classroom structure on the left with a
new four classroom brick structure similar to the one on the right. The new struc-
ture is needed because during the rainy season, the mud classrooms often col-
lapse on the children. Lord willing, this summer, the new structure will be built
where the children are standing in the photo. During the past sunmer, CCS Chief
Administrator, Mr. Crutchfield and a current member of the CCS junior Class, Lael
McCune, traveled to Uganda with twelve other missionaries to minister in many
churches and schools. Next summer, Mr. Crutchfield's goal is to take two CCS phonics teachers with him to help both public and Christian schools to
develop effective teaching methods. He also is leading CCS to help provide shoes for the children of the Lugazi Christian School. With an average family
yearly income of only $400, shoes are a luxury that over half the children cannot afford. Feel free to contact Mr. Crutchfield for details.
